SWISS ON RATING

How to calculate players with bye (pause) ?

For the final results in Swiss on rating we need to calculate average rating of players opponents.  If player had a pause then in this round we take  the lowest rating in the tournament minus 1.

How to estimate rating for the player who is not on the rating list ?

In the system Swiss on rating every player should have RATING. So for those who don't have  we should use the following formulas:


FMJD=0,855*Women+173


FMJD=0,65*Poland+569


FMJD=0,91*Russia-87


FMJD=0,4*France+1266


FMJD=0,89*Brazil+15


FMJD=0,35*Belgium+1286


FMJD=0,072*Italy+1776


FMJD=0,575*Estonia+718


FMJD=0,468*CzechR+1193


FMJD=0,783*kndb+1150

Example:

   Mr.X want to play in FMJD competition. He is not on our list but he is on kndb list with rating 1200. Lets count !


FMJD=0,783*1200+1150 = 2089,6 = 2090.

So we can put Mr.X on the competition list with technical rating 2090. 

Remember – this rating only for pairing and for calculations of average ratings for swiss classification. We don't use this ratings for norms or fmjd ratings ! 

Example 2:

We are playing tournament “swiss on rating” in Italy. We have a player from Estonia. Using our formulas we can easy estimate his 'technical Italian rating'. This player has a rating  2540 in Estonia. We need his Italian value. 

So, lets to it:


0,072*Italy+1776=0,575*Estonia+718


Italy=(0,575*Estonia+718-1776)/0,072


Italy=(0,575*Estonia-1058)/0,072

we are ready for the final calculations:


Italy=(0,575*2540-1058)/0,072 = 5590 

Only if we have a player without any rating then it is up to referee to estimate player.
